1.
Responsibilities

Away team opens the field house and lines field and is in 3rd base dugout.

Away team assigns someone to do the scoreboard and pitch count; the latter duty can be done by any able volunteer from either team with consent from both teams.

Home team rakes/drags field after the game (in the direction of the basepaths trying to not to pile dirt on the lip of the infield), takes in the bases and locks up the shed including concessions,scorersbooth and bathroom and is in the 1st base dugout.

Home team assigns someone to do concessions.

2.
Pre-game 

Away team starts infield warm-up 30 minutes prior to game-time and goes for 10 minutes, followed by the home team for 10 minutes. The final 10 minutes before game-time is a buffer and for umpire discussion with players and managers, etc.

Pre-game, if there is no other game on the field, the home team will use the cage and the away team the field for pre-game BP. This will facilitate the away team jumping right into infield (30 minutes before game time) and allow the home team 10 extra minutes in the cage before their infield without having to move all the gear from the field to the cage. If the field is in use (especially with CEMS softball games at NL), the away team will have the cage first until 1 hour prior to game time and the home team will have the cage after that. This allows for 40 minutes in the cage before infield for the home team and an equal amount of time (or more) for the away team if they want to arrive early enough to use it.

3.
Night Before

For the night before games, the away team will have the cage from 5:30pm until 6:30pm and the home team from 6:30pm until 7:30 pm at the field where the game is to be played the following day. End and start times at the changeover should be sharp(unless the managers and coaches agree to overlap) 

For Friday night BP(or Saturday night BP for Sunday games), the following times for cage use will apply at the field where the games will be played.

5pm-5:30pm: away team for first Saturday/Sunday game

5:30pm-6pm: home team for the first Saturday/Sunday game

6pm-6:30pm: away team of second game

6:30pm-7pm: home team of second game

7pm-7:30pm: away team of third game

7:30pm-8pm: home team for third game (It should get lighter later as the season goes on)
